1. Read the question to yourself so that you can hear
what is being asked.

2. If more than one answer comes to mind, write both in
the margin. Come back later and choose the one you
want.

3. Make sure that your choice fits in logically and
grammatically.

4. Remember that your answer may require more than
one word.
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
